1. InGeneral, to export any food stuff to Qatar you
should be sure that the products comply Qatari
Technical regulations and Standards T&S

requirements. (List of T&S are Available on the website of
MOPH/ Below link).
2. No need to get pre-permission from MOPH

before importing food to Qatar.
3. All shipments must be attached with:
A. Health certificate that must be:
- lssued by competent authority at the
Country of origin / Exporting country,

- Related to the shipment (Generai information
about the producer or free sale certificate not accepted)

- Include clear health attestations.

B. Original Halal Slaughtering Certificate for
meat and poultry / Halal certificate for food
items that contain ingredients of animal origin
that must issue by Approved Halal Association
in Qatar at the Country of origin / Exporting
country (available on the website of MOPH), Related to
the shipment and Include Halal attestations.

C. Temperature records where required.

D. MOPH may ask for additional documentation
as requested specially in case of emergency
cases.

5. Registering Food products in WATHEQ
electronic system before importation to assure

labeling compliance

same web page.
